Please read this letter to Meg Weaver describing the spirit of the Junior League in action at The Spring Market.  

Dear Meg, I am writing this letter to describe to you one of our Kids in the Kitchen events held during Spring Market 2007 at In My Kitchen owned by Ronda Springer.  As you know, JLH asked Helen DeFrance and Leslie Carpenter to lead our Kids in the Kitchen events during Spring Market.  The Kids in the Kitchen committee, led by Lisa Hirschler, planned a ticketed event Saturday morning with Helen and Leslie demonstrating their family-friendly cooking methods with local kids.  Lisa did an exceptional job in organizing our volunteers to support AJLI’s Kids in the Kitchen initiative.

You repeatedly have spoken to our members about how much more rewarding it is when we reach out to the community and see first-hand the effects of our voluntarism.  In that light, our committee was determined to touch the lives of some children in our community who might not otherwise have had a chance to meet our guest chefs and participate in a cooking demonstration like those participating Saturday morning.

After agreeing to appear in Huntsville for our Saturday event, Helen and Leslie graciously offered to do an additional event Friday afternoon.  Our committee then sought the assistance of WAFF-48 news anchor Lee Marshall to help us identify some local foster children to participate in a Friday afternoon event, given her renowned work in helping place foster children in permanent homes through her Kids to Love Foundation.  Lee worked through the Alabama Department of Human Resources (DHR) to identify eight children who were able to participate in our special event as a reward for doing such a good job while placed in foster care.  Because DHR regulations prohibited our photographing the children on Friday, I will attempt to describe what occurred and how it touched each volunteer’s life.

As the children, ages five through fifteen, arrived with their foster families, a low buzz of excitement and anticipation filtered into the kitchen area.  Owner Ronda Springer was present and made sure everyone had everything needed for the preparation of recipes from Helen and Leslie’s cookbook, At Home Café.  Kids in the Kitchen Coordinator Lisa Hirschler and her committee had sourced all the ingredients and prepared a finished “Green Apple Pizza” with groceries provided by Publix.  League members also provided gifts for the kids that ranged from headbands, key holders, gift cards, journals and gift certificates.  Build-a-Bear Workshop donated bears dressed like chefs for each child.  JLH provided each child with t-shirts and aprons with the Kids in the Kitchen logo.

As Helen and Leslie engaged the children in preparing the food, we were struck by how well-behaved everyone was throughout the afternoon.  One would not have been able to distinguish these polite children from any other child one encounters in a school, park, store, or play date.  Five of the children were part of one foster family.  When one of the girls received her brand new headband, tears welled up in her eyes, and then a huge smile appeared.  There wasn’t a volunteer present who was not touched by a precious five-year old boy whose adoption by his foster family fortunately was almost finalized.  If that had not been the case, a number of volunteers would have offered to adopt him that day.  As the kids participated and interacted with our volunteers and guest chefs, I felt an enormous sense of pride that the Junior League held an event that was not publicized, but instead was totally in line with our mission and altruistic spirit.  This small private event epitomizes why we do what we do.  It is my sincere hope that every member of the League has that experience that reminds her why she joined and reinforces why she stays.  ~ Ranae Bartlett

PR&D Changes Reflected in Bylaws 

At the March general meeting the membership had an opportunity to see a brief presentation reflecting the changes suggested by the Community VP’s Ad Hoc committee.  These changes have been suggested to prepare the League to best respond to community requests for assistance; providing the most flexibility while keeping requests filtered to match the Junior League’s Mission and area of focus.  Below are the suggested changes to the Bylaws that will be voted on at the Annual Dinner.

Article IV.  MEETINGS OF THE LEAGUE MEMBERSHIP
Section 4.  Attendance

SR5.  Active and Provisional members are required to participate in one “Done in a Day” community volunteering shift, approved by the Community Advisory Council.   
Article VI.  OFFICERS
Section 3.  Election and Term

F.  Community Vice President The Community Vice President shall facilitate the development of new community projects and assists the Community Assistance Committee in the evaluation of project proposals and the reviews of current projects.  The Community Assistance Committee is comprised of the Volunteer Assistance Committee Chairman, the Done in a Day Committee Chairman, the Fund Assistance Committee Chairman, the Cornerstone Project Committee Chairman, the Community Placement Committee Chairman, the President Elect and Placement Chairman.  She shall chair the Community Council and serve as the liaison between the community and the League.

Article VIII.  COUNCILS

Section 1.  Structure and Term
(b). Community Council 
Goal:  To facilitate the development and management of community projects.
Chairman: Community Vice-President
Members:    Community Project Chairmen, Volunteer Assistance Committee Chairman, Done in a Day Project Committee Chairman, Fund Assistance Committee Chairman, Cornerstone Project Committee Chairman, Community Placement Committee Chairman, Sustaining Representative

Article IX. COMMITTEES
Section 2.  Committee Compositions

SR 5.  Volunteer Assistance Committee (a) Purpose: Volunteer Assistance Committee shall provide the volunteer services selected by the Community Assistance Committee that require a small number of volunteers from the Volunteer Assistance committee’s membership. (b)  Structure:  The individual Volunteer Assistance Chairmen and Co-Chairmen shall be appointed by the Nominating Committee.
SR 6.  Community Assistance Committee (a) Purpose: The Community Assistance Committee shall serve as a filtering mechanism for all community projects in the community, which require Junior League of Huntsville volunteers or resources.
(b) Structure:  The Community Assistance Committee Chairman and Co-Chairman shall be appointed by the Nominating Committee
SR 16.  Done in a Day Committee (a) Purpose: The Done in a Day committee organizes League volunteer shifts for community placements that have been approved by the Community Assistance Committee as Done in a Day community placements for that League year.   (b)  Structure:  The Done in a Day Committee Chairman and Co-chairman shall be appointed by the nominating committee. 
 SR 22.  The Funds Assistance Committee (a) Purpose: This committee shall be responsible for assisting the Community Assistance Committee in researching all Requests for Assistance (RFA) from the community in the form of fund requests, presents viable RFAs to the League for consideration within the current timeline.  They develop and implement RFAs as necessary.
(b) Structure:  The Fund Assistance Chairman and Co-Chairman shall be appointed by the Nominating Committee. 
SR 28.  The Cornerstone Project Committee (a) Purpose: This committee shall be responsible for assisting the Community Assistance Committee in researching all cornerstone projects that are presented for  broader community impact, and presenting viable RFAs that have been approved by the Community Assistance Committee  to the League for consideration.  They develop and implement RFAs as necessary. (b) Structure:  The Cornerstone Project Committee Chairman and Co-Chairman shall be appointed by the Nominating Committee.
 SR 29.  The Community Placement Committee (a)  Purpose: This committee shall be responsible for managing independent placements in the project(s) filtered by the Community Assistance Committee, and approved by the membership as Joint Ventures with community partners approved from the prior Junior League year. (b) Structure:  The Community Placement Chairman and Co-Chairman shall be appointed by the Nominating Committee.  
Article X. COMMUNITY PROGRAM

Section 4.  Procedures for Evaluating Requests for Assistance (RFA)
The Community Assistance Committee will evaluate all applications for RFA process and submit them to the Board of Directors and the League for consideration.
SR 1.  The Community Assistance Committee will review all applications to determine if current guidelines are met, and categorize RFAs by type.  Each RFA, developed or undeveloped, which meets current guidelines will be submitted to the League for a straw vote of member interest.
SR 2.  Each RFA, which passes the straw vote, will be further evaluated by the Community Assistance Committee, which will consult with Finance and Placement.  After this consultation and review, a two-thirds 2/3 vote of the Committee will be required to pass the RFA to the Board for consideration.
SR 6.  The Community Assistance Committee will review all applications for a small number of volunteers to ensure they meet the Junior League of Huntsville’s Mission and Community Focus Area.  Once approved by the Community Assistance Committee the project’s volunteer resources will be fulfilled by the Volunteer Assistance Committee.
(i ) If the Project requires volunteers, the volunteer requirement must fall within the Volunteer Assistance capabilities.
